December 12 Campaign: 
òChild Protection is Everybodyõs Responsibility. 

Stop the Trafficking of  Women and Children! 
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Thai Deputy Education Minister in Mae Sod,   

Kun Ma Ni Dar, commended Burma ACT for its 

efforts to collaborate with Thai authorities and 

other stakeholders for the campaign against child 

trafficking during the opening of the program for 

the December 12 event held at Hsa Thoo Lae 

High School in Mae Sod.   According to Kun Ma 

Ni Dar, these efforts have positively resulted in 

the increasing    number of people participating in 

Burma ACTõs yearly activities to commemorate 

the day against child trafficking.  
 

For the December 12, 2009 campaign, around 

2,016 children and 211 adults joined the 2-

kilometer cross-town parade. More young   people 

were also involved in planning and implementing 

different activities that were part of the December 

12 event.  
 

Students from three migrant schools and the 

United ACT rendered five anti-child trafficking 

songs. These songs were originally composed by 

the students with the assistance from their music 

teachers. Karen traditional songs and dances 

about the communityõs collective action against 

child trafficking and Burmese traditional dance 

were also presented by students from participating     

migrant schools.  
 

The United ACT, a child-theater group,            

performed its own play that clearly portrays the 

elements of child trafficking. The performance 

was featured in the Youth Voice program of the 
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Mae Sod, Thailand:  
Burma Against Child Trafficking 

Children and young people marched together towards  
Hsa Thoo Lae High School  for the December 12 program. 
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Democratic Voice of Burma television station. A 

video version of the play will also be produced in 

March 2010.  
 

Another segment of the program was the modern 

dance performance by Thai students in Mae Sod.  

This was the studentsõ first time to join the      

campaign and their participation is hoped to      

create solidarity among Thai and Burmese         

students. 
 

Aside from the actual participants, Burma ACT 

had also reached out to thousands of people in 

Thailand and Burma through the coverage of 4 

Burmese radio stations, 2 Burmese print media 

outlets, 2 Burmese television stations and 4 Thai 

television stations. Video footages of the event 

were also uploaded on the internet.  
 

In a nutshell, Burma ACTõs December 12       

campaign further strengthened its linkages 

with the Thai government officials, other 

NGOs, community members, the aca-

deme and young people.                             

It had renewed the advocatesõ commitment to the 

campaign and encouraged other people to get    

involved in the fight against child trafficking.  
 

The participation of children and young people 

also increased and even went beyond being     

spectators. The young people had their share of 

organizing and implementing various activities for 

the December 12 campaign event.  
 

As aptly said by Asia ACTsõ Board Chairman 

Aung Myo Min, the establishment of the child 

protection network and the collective action of 

Burmese and Thai community members are very 

important in combating child trafficking.    

United Against Child Traffickingõs
(UNITED ACT) theatre production was 

the main attraction of the program. 
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
